Center will be maintaining an awareness, a sensitivity, of 

the recreation needs and requests from the public so 

that we continue to offer a great product for the citizens 

who choose to participate here.  

Our staff has tracked an increase in average daily parti- 

cipation compared to previous years , as well as overall 

average weekly and monthly participation.   

In late 2017, we launched a new venture for the       
Community Center that included programming to      
accommodate a wider range of participants through 
courses and events that have been offered,  specifically 
reaching youth and families.  This addition to current 
weekday programming has not diminished the senior 
adult activities that happen at the Community Center.  
In fact senior adult programming has remained secure 
and has even grown with additional class times and class 
varieties.   All youth and family programming is intended 
to develop the late afternoon and evening schedule for 
the Community Center.  This will provide our citizens 
even more options locally to grow and enrich their lives 
in this great community.  The legacy of the Community 
Center will be to bridge generational gaps through 
shared use of our gathering site.   

In addition to the regular weekday programming, many 

Community Services are offered.  Citizens are able to 

benefit from these services locally without having to 

commute out of town.    

Some key community events are scheduled to happen 

here at the Community Center this Summer.  The Owas-

so Community Potluck, AAA Car Fit program, a talk by 

News On 6 anchor and crime reporter Lori Fulbright, 

and our Senior Health  Fair are just a few of our exciting 

events. Through the Community Potluck we offer a very 

unique opportunity for the public to hear from commu-

nity leaders through presentation, and on select dates 

citizens will enjoy being entertained by area     musi-

cians. 

Communication is always a priority for our staff to share 

what is happening at the Community Center.  Updates 

to the Community Center webpage have occurred and a 

new Facebook page has become wildly successful for 

our news and promotions.      

Facility improvement  continues to be a priority for our 
staff and I thank each of our citizens for their patience as 
remodeling continues throughout the Community    
Center.  Last year we began with the first of three phases 
for lighting updates throughout the Community Center.  
This year we will be completing the second phase which 
includes the lobby, kitchen, Eagles Room, and more.  
The coffee bar area is nearing completion of the second 
phase of development with more countertop space and 
seating.  Work continues in the Recreation Room with 
maintenance to pool tables, ceiling fan control by way of 
wall switches, and conceptual changes for more variety 
in recreational gaming tables.  Some projects are     
nearing completion, many are underway, and still more 
are ahead for us.  We are  privileged to update areas of 
need as we maintain this great site.  

It is my hope that you enjoy your time at the Community 

Center, whether it be attending a course, bringing a 

friend or loved one to an event, or simply stopping by.  

For some, your time with us may be brief.  For many, 

your experience may be long and lasting.  I only ask that 

you help keep the OCC a SAFE and INVITING place for 

all citizens.

PARTICIPATION: 

�x��ALL participants of the OCC should              

1) Sign in as a guest at the Member Services 

Desk or 2) Check in as a member at the 

Member Check-in Stations, during regular 

operating hours. 

�x��Returning guests will be asked to fill out an 

OCC Member Registration Form.  Member-

ship with the Community Center is FREE. 

Simply complete a Member Registration 

Form located at the Member Services Desk, 

and return it to a staff member. A scan card 

will then be issued for use at the Member 

Check-in Stations. 

�x��A Membership Form is required for enroll-

ment and participation in programming. 

�x��Members/Guests under 16 years of age will 

be required to have parent/guardian who is 

18 years of age or older present on site 

while participating in any scheduled pro-

gram, activity, and/or class, etc. at the OCC. 

�x��Members/Guests will provide their own 

means of mobility while at the OCC.  If as-

sistance is required, the individual will need 

to make arrangements prior to participat-

ing.  The OCC staff will not be held respon-

sible for mobility needs of any participant.   

�x��Members/Guests - appropriate dress attire 

is required, including shirt and shoes while 

on OCC property. 

�x��Any type of rude or vulgar language will not 

be tolerated at the OCC.  

�x��Any form of racial slur and/or derogatory 

name calling will not be tolerated and will 

result in immediate dismissal from the OCC.
